Students are not allowed to
choose or repeat courses undergone at the Higher Secondary Level (12")
class under this category. A student cannot study IDC's from the same

broad discipline.

ABILITY ENHANCEMENT COURSES (AEC)

be studied in 2™ Semester and one from MIL Nepali or Alternative

English to be studied in the 3" Semester.

Compulsory English to be studied in 3" Semester and one from
MIL Nepali or Alternative English to be studied in the 2™

Semester.




VALUE ADDED COURSES (VAC)

SKILL ENHANCEMENT COURSES (SEC): These courses (three in
number) may be chosen from a pool of courses designed to provide
value-based and/or skill-based knowledge.

INTERNSHIP: A student will have to undergo an internship once before
the end of the 5th Semester during her course of study.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Single Major and Single Minor course: % of Marks

A student shall be allowed to take admission in the single major and single
Minor course of B.A/B.Com/BCA. if she has passed in at least four (04)
subjects with English as compulsory subject in the Higher Secondary (10+2)
Examination held by the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary
Education or any other Examination which is recognized by the university
as equivalent thereto.

Provided that a candidate who has obtained-

(a) 55% marks in the aggregate,

or

(b) 50% in the aggregate with 60% marks in a subject / related subject in the
last qualifying Examination shall be eligible to apply for Single Major and
Single Minor course in that subject.

Admission shall however be on merit and availability of seats.
Provided that for SC/ST/OBC-A/OBC-B/PWD candidates - the minimum
marks for eligibility shall be as per Rules of the State Government.

Provided further that in matter of eligibility 54.5% marks or above shall be
equal to 55%, 49.5% and above shall be equal to 50% and 59.5 marks or
above shall be equal to 60%.

Three Discipline Specific Courses (Multidisciplinary):

A student shall be allowed to take admission in the Multidisciplinary course
of B.A if she has passed in at least four (04) subjects with English as
compulsory subject in the Higher Secondary (10+2) Examination held by
the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education or any other
Examination which is recognized by the university as equivalent thereto.

A candidate shall be allowed to pursue B.A Multidisciplinary course if she
has passed the qualifying Examination in Vocational Stream subjects. Such
students shall have the option to study up to the end of 6" Semester.




ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Choice of Major/Minor Courses for Single Major & Single
Minor and Three Discipline specific Multidisciplinary
courses:

A candidate will be allowed to take up Sociology or Education or
BCA if she has passed in the previous qualifying examination of any
stream.

2. A candidate will be allowed to take up B.Com. if she has studied
Science subjects along with Mathematics in the previous qualifying
exams.

3. Candidates from Arts Stream are not allowed to apply in B.Com.

4. Candidates from any stream may apply in B.C.A.

5. A candidate will be allowed to take up Geography subject if she has
passed in Geography at the qualifying examination.

6. A candidate pursuing Major in a subject will not be allowed to take
up the same subject as Minor.

7. While taking Major and Minor subjects, availability of the said
subjects in the concerned Colleges will be taken into cognizance.

8. Self-attested copies of mark sheets must be attached along with the
form. Incomplete form will be rejected.

9. Admission of a candidate will be cancelled if any of the statement is
found incorrect or incomplete.

Notice Board and also will be available in the college website:

LIBRARY

THREE/FOUR YEAR
UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAM

The Curriculum Framework designed by UGC for implementing NEP 2020
specifies that all Undergraduate (UG) degree programmes are to be for a
period of 3 years or for 4 years leading to award of UG Degree or UG
Honours Degree.

STRUCTURE OFACADEMIC PROGRAMMES:

All Academic Programmes offered under NEP shall be stylized in terms of
credits. Each course/subject in a given Programme of study shall carry
certain number of credits which will be awarded on completion of the said
course.

BREAKUP OF CREDITSAND COURSES

Every Undergraduate (UG) programme offered by a College shall conform
to the Structure specified by the UGC's Framework, 2023. A student of 3
year UG programme is mandated to complete a minimum of 124 credits and
the student of 4 year Honours Degree shall complete 160 credits.

COURSE STRUCTURE
a. Two semesters, with 43 credits, for exit option with a Certificate.
b. Foursemesters, with 84 credits, for exit option with a Diploma.
c. Sixsemesters, with 124 credits, for exit option with a Degree.
d. Eight semesters, with 160 credits, culminating in a Degree in

Honours.
e. Eightsemesters, with 160 credits, culminating in Degree in Honours
with Research.



EACH COURSE WILL BE OF 2/3/4 CREDITS (wherever
applicable) AND THE MARKS DISTRIBUTION WILL BE AS
FOLLOWS:

Major Course (MAJ) — 75 marks each — 4 credits.

Minor Courses (MIN) — 75 marks each — 4 credits.

Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC) — 75 marks each — 4 credits.
Inter-disciplinary Courses (IDC) — 50 marks each — 3 credits.
Value Added Courses (VAC) — 75 marks each — 4 credits.

Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) — 50 marks each — 3 credits.
Internship / Apprenticeship (IARD) — 50 marks each — 2 credits.
Research Project / Dissertation (I A R D) — 225 marks each
(applicable only if the student chooses to pursue Honours with
Research) — 12 credits.
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EXAMINATION

In the Undergraduate semester system, the examinations will be held in
eight parts:
1. The Firstand Second Semester for the first year students.
2. The Third and Fourth Semester and Fifth and Sixth Semester for the
second and third year students respectively.
3. The Seventh and Eighth Semester for the fourth year students.

The Academic Sessions including the examinations for first, third, fifth and
seventh semesters are July to December and that for the second, fourth, sixth
and eighth semesters are January to June.

A 3 Year undergraduate program has to be completed within a span of 5
year from the year of admission. A 4 Year undergraduate program has to
be completed within a span of 7 year from the year of admission.

ATTENDANCE

No student will be allowed to take the end semester written Examination if
the student concerned has not attended minimum of 75% of the classes held
in the course concerned and also in other curricular components.




BACHELOR OF COMPUTER
APPLICATIONS (BCA)

A Bachelor of Computer Applications (BCA) is a four-year
undergraduate program in the field of computer science and
information technology. The BCA degree offers a comprehensive
curriculum designed to equip students with the knowledge and skills
required to succeed in today’s digital era.

At Cluny Women’s College, affiliated with the University of
North Bengal, the BCA program provides a strong foundation in
core areas such as programming, data structures, algorithms,
computer systems, Artificial Intelligence, Machine Learning, Data
Science, and LaTeX. Students not only gain theoretical knowledge
but also develop practical expertise in building modern software
applications, managing databases, designing dynamic websites, and
ensuring efficient computer network operations.

The program emphasizes a balanced approach to learning by
integrating theory with hands-on experience. Students are
encouraged to work on real-world projects, which enhances their
problem-solving abilities and nurtures innovation and creativity.
With access to well-equipped computer laboratories and modern
technological resources, students are prepared to meet the demands
of the rapidly evolving IT industry.

It is
designed to provide students with a strong foundation in
accounting, economics, finance, taxation, management, and other
related subjects.

The B.Com course focuses on developing analytical and
problem-solving skills, as well as providing practical exposure
to the business world. Students learn about financial management,
auditing, cost accounting, business law, and corporate
governance, among other topics. The curriculum is often
updated to align with industry trends and practices.

During the course, students are encouraged to participate in
internships, industrial visits, and workshops to gain real-world
experience and enhance their employability.

Cluny Women's College has devised a careful plan for pleasant, diligent and
constant work at spiritual, academic and material development of the Staff
and Students of the College. Here are some simple instructions to be
followed by all students.

L. College Class hours are from 9:00 am onwards.

& Fourth Semester for the second year students, Fifth & Sixth
Semester for the third year students and Seventh & Eighth

Semester for the Fourth year students.

(i1) The academic sessions including the examinations for first,
third, fifth and seventh semesters are July to December and that for
second, fourth, sixth and eighth semesters are January to June



b) Acandidate to be eligible for appearing in any of the Semesters of
UNDER-GRADUATE Examination must have minimum 75%
attendance and should appear in all internal assessments.

Award of 05 (five) marks on class attendance shall be given in the following
manner:

Attendance of 75% and above but below 80% - 02 marks
Attendance of 80% and above but below 85% - 03 marks
Attendance of 85% and above but below 90% - 04 marks
Attendance 0f 90% and above - 05 marks

6. Inquiry, Grievance and Redressal Cell: Students at times may not be able to
express their problems freely. At Cluny Women’s College, we earnestly want to
offer a helping hand to a faltering sister. We encourage our students to tap the riches
of our Cluny College Family to use the Inquiry Box and await our reply. Each week
the box will be opened and problems attended to.

7. Health Practices: The College invites student’s feedback and also provides
them with guidance and counselling

8. Extra-curricular Activities such as Seminars, Debates, Cultural activities,
N.S.S. programmes etc. are conducted from time to time and students are expected
to take active participation.

9. Uniform saree should be worn on special occassions and college uniform is a
regular everyday attire of the students.
